Overfill the stainless steel bowl.
Grind oily or hard ingredients such as rice.

WARNING: Do not grind for long periods of
time. Never operate the coffee grinder when

the stainless steel bowl is empty, cracked
or broken.

Care and maintenance

STEP 1: Before attempting any cleaning or maintenance, switch
off and unplug the coffee grinder from the mains power supply.
STEP 2: Wipe the coffee grinder base unit with a soft, damp cloth
and allow to dry thoroughly.

STEP 3: Clean the accessories in warm, soapy water, then rinse
and dry thoroughly.

NOTE: Always clean the coffee grinder immediately
after each use. The coffee grinder and accessories
are not suitable for use in a dishwasher.

WARNING: Handle the stainless steel blade
with care, as the blades are extremely sharp.
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Exercise caution when cleaning the stainless
steel blade.

Instructions for use
Before first use

NOTE: When using the coffee grinder for the first
time, a slight odour may be emitted. This is normal
and will soon subside. Allow for sufficient ventilation
around the coffee grinder.

Using the coffee grinder

STEP 1: Place the coffee grinder onto a flat, stable surface at a
height that is comfortable for the user.

STEP 2: Remove the transparent lid from the coffee grinder base
unit by rotating it in an anticlockwise direction and lifting it off.
STEP 3: Add up to 70 g of coffee beans, spices or nuts into the
stainless steel bowl.

STEP 4: Fit the lid back onto the coffee grinder base unit and
twist it in a clockwise direction, until secure.

STEP 5: Plug in and switch on the coffee grinder at the mains
power supply.

STEP 6: Press and hold ‘@’ to begin grinding.

STEP 7: Stop the grinding process by releasing ‘@’

STEP 8: Once grinding is complete, switch off and unplug the
coffee grinder from the mains power supply.

STEP 9: Remove the transparent lid and transfer the ground
coffee, spices or nuts into a suitable container, ready for use
or storage.
